�� Update the Phoenix UASI TICP to include all regional Update the Phoenix UASI TICP to include all regional 
communications assets and specific policies and procedures communications assets and specific policies and procedures 
governing the use of those assets.governing the use of those assets.

�� Collaborate with PIR officials to develop written coordination, Collaborate with PIR officials to develop written coordination, 
operation, and/or communications policies for incidents that operation, and/or communications policies for incidents that 
could involve both PIR and public safety jurisdictional could involve both PIR and public safety jurisdictional 
responsibilities.responsibilities.

�� Ensure that written and/or electronic copies of all pertinent Ensure that written and/or electronic copies of all pertinent 
event planning documents, communications policies, and event planning documents, communications policies, and 
procedures are located within key event structures such as procedures are located within key event structures such as 
command posts and MCVs.command posts and MCVs.

�� Ensure that all event documentation is reviewed, Ensure that all event documentation is reviewed, 
revised, and complete prior to distribution.  Double revised, and complete prior to distribution.  Double 
check names, position assignments, etc. before the check names, position assignments, etc. before the 
documents are finalized for publication and use.  documents are finalized for publication and use.  
Allow and prepare for predictable shift changes Allow and prepare for predictable shift changes 
within an operational period.within an operational period.

�� Develop an ICS Form 204 for all participating Develop an ICS Form 204 for all participating 
response groups within an event.  Be sure to include response groups within an event.  Be sure to include 
support personnel such as the Communications support personnel such as the Communications 
Unit.Unit.

�� Incorporate utilizing the Incorporate utilizing the ““ short formshort form”” version of the version of the 
Com Plan (cheat sheets) throughout the region.Com Plan (cheat sheets) throughout the region.

multimulti--agency communication situations.agency communication situations.
�� Revise the naming conventions for significant locations and/or fRevise the naming conventions for significant locations and/or functions within unctions within 

a prea pre--planned event to be both NIMSplanned event to be both NIMS--consistent and clear to all event personnel.  consistent and clear to all event personnel.  
Specifically, identify a unified command post as such and considSpecifically, identify a unified command post as such and consider adding an er adding an 
eventevent--specific title such as specific title such as ““ BlueOx Command,BlueOx Command,”” ““ Mobile Command,Mobile Command,”” or or 
““ Raceway Command.Raceway Command.”” Avoid using location/position titles that could cause Avoid using location/position titles that could cause 
confusion within a developed command structure.confusion within a developed command structure.

�� Incorporate interoperable agency and unit identification protocoIncorporate interoperable agency and unit identification protocols into future ls into future 
training and exercise opportunities throughout the region.training and exercise opportunities throughout the region.

�� Clearly designate members of the Communications Unit and denote Clearly designate members of the Communications Unit and denote their chain their chain 
of command and responsibilities within the confines of the incidof command and responsibilities within the confines of the incident or event.ent or event.

�� Consider developing COML and Communications Unit policies and prConsider developing COML and Communications Unit policies and protocols otocols 
which clarify the training and qualifications required to fill ewhich clarify the training and qualifications required to fill each designated ach designated 
Communications Unit position.Communications Unit position.
